Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The peace and love from our Lord Jesus Christ, the ruler of our lives according to His goodwill, be with you.
Thank you for renewing the smile on the face of a widow and making her heart happy as well as her orphans’ hearts. We visited Egypt during May and June 2022 and were able to expand the service under the supervision and the blessing of the honorable fathers of the dioceses where we serve, and they are: His Grace Metropolitan Bisada of Akhmim and Saqultah, His Grace Bishop Beemen of Naqadah and Qus, Abbott of Archangel Michael Monastery in Naqadah, and the papal representative in the diocese of Nagaa Hammadi, His Grace Bishop Axios, General Bishop of the Churches of Ain Shams, Matariyyah, and Helmeyat Azzaytoun, Reverend Father Hegumen Basileus of St. Paul Monastery, Reverend Father Hegumen Stephanos of St. Paul Monastery (El Nasr – Beni Suef), and Reverend Father Yostos Hegumen Matthias (Bayaad Al Arab). We also renovated and poured concrete for some of the houses that were made of clay in Akhmim and in Qus, Naqadah. 
“Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is this: 
to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, and to keep oneself unspotted from the world.” (James 1:27)
Areas Being Served:
1. Service of St. Mary: serves the Maadi Barracks and Maasara, Helwan.
2. Service of St. George: serves in Al Qolali and As Sabtiyyah.
3. Service of St. Paul (the base of St. Paul Monastery – Bush – Beni Suef): serves in Naser Bush and the surrounding villages. 
4. Service of the Martyr Anba Samuel, Bishop of Services: serves Shubra – Al Qalyubia, and some of the far random villages: (Due to limited resources at GTR, they are helped seasonally.) We provide them with meat, blankets, essential ingredients. Few are helped financially on a monthly basis. 
5. Service of St. Arsenius, the teacher of kings’ children:  serves some manors and villages in Beni Suef.(Naeem Village).
6. Service of St. Shenouda the Archimandrite: serves some of the villages of Sohag.
7. Service of St. Karas the Anchorite: serves Akhmim.
8. Service of St. Abanoub: serves Ain Shams area in El-Zahraa and a part of Izbat an Nakhl and Al Marj.
9. Service of St. Kyrillos the Sixth: serves Bayad Al Arab, Beni Suef.

10. Service of St. Paul the Apostle: serves the families of the prisoners to protect the families from going astray. (It’s a temporary service until the father comes out of prison)
11. Service of Archangel Michael: serves the area of the monastery of the Archangel in Naqadah, Qena Governorate (Upper Egypt).
12. Service of the late Bishop Athanasius metropolitan of Beni Suef and Al Bahnasa: serves the area of Ad Diyabiyyah, Beni Suef.
13. Service of Father Mina Aboud: serves in Nagaa Hammadi. We started this service by helping some young ladies to get married.
· The targeted group for support is the widows and their orphaned children, who have no one to support them except the Lord of Glory (they are unknown cases, who do not ask for help). Those served receive $65 monthly.
· Therefore, as one of the organization’s principle, we are unable to take their pictures and put them on our website or to mention their names except in the case which a donor may ask for their names in order to visit them while they are in Egypt.

$65 monthly would return the smile to the face and heart of a widow who provides for orphans.

· The organization was established on April 2nd, 2004.
· All members of the organization including the leader in USA and in Egypt are all volunteers. None of them get paid any type of payments including travel expenses to Egypt and following up on the service. All the board servants are members of St. Mark Coptic Orthodox Church of Washington DC.
· The only expenses for the organization are the costs of letters and postage to donors; otherwise, all the money collected goes directly to those in need. 
· The organization does not pay any expenses for rent or utilities (in Egypt or USA). 
· Up to now, the organization has helped in the marriages of about 160 girls from the daughters of widows. (They were engaged but couldn’t afford to pay their portion of the wedding items). The organization has granted them their share of wedding needs. No one knows of this help except the widowed mother and the bridge to keep their dignity in front of the groom and his family.

May the Lord bless your lives and all that you do. We ask the Lord to wipe away every tear from your eyes as you wipe away the tears of His children, the widows, and the orphans.
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Pray for the service and for me.
